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  VADM Albert J. Herberger USN, (Ret.) (KP ’55)
Albert J. Herberger is a Vice Admiral of the United States Navy, and the first United States Merchant Marine Academy graduate to attain the rank.

Early life  Albert J. Herberger was born in Albany, New York. He was commissioned an ensign upon graduation from the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy, Kings Point, New York, in February 1955. He sailed in the Merchant Marine with both Grace Line and United States Lines. Admiral Herberger is married to the former Rosemary Blair of Albany, N.Y. The Herbergers have four children: Jeffrey, Mary-Terese, Bethann, and Jon.

United States Navy  His early duty was aboard the patrol boat Rockville, and the cable repair ship Neptune. Herberger then graduated with Class One from the Navy's Destroyer School and began his service in destroyers as Operations Officer aboard Dewey. He completed the engineering science curriculum at the Naval Postgraduate School, Monterey, California, in June 1965 and next served with the Naval Advisory Group, Military Assistance Command, Republic of Vietnam, as advisor to the Vietnamese Navy River Force and later as senior advisor to the Vietnamese Navy.

After duty as Executive Officer of Glennon he assumed command of Courtney in April 1968. Herberger was Director of Training at the Navy Officer Candidate School, Newport, Rhode Island, during 1969-71, before commanding Waddell. After an assignment as Surface Commander Detailer with the Bureau of Naval Personnel, he became Executive Assistant to the Chief of Naval Personnel for Officer Deployment and Distribution in 1974. Herberger served as Commander, Destroyer Squadron 25 from September 1975 to April 1978, and in July 1978 became Deputy Director of the Total Force Management Control and Analysis Division in the Office of the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations (Manpower, Personnel and Training). From December 1979 to March 1981, Herberger served as the Executive Assistant and Naval Aide to the Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Manpower, Reserve Affairs and Logistics).

He assumed flag rank and duty as the Assistant Commander for Distribution, Naval Military Personnel Command in April 1981. From June 1982 until May 1985, he was Director, Military Personnel Policy Division in the Office of the Chief of Naval Operations. Herberger served as Commander, Cruiser-Destroyer Group 2 from June 1985 until July 1986. This group, based at Charleston, South Carolina, consisted of 42 surface ships ranging from cruisers and destroyers to ammunition ships, minesweepers and fleet support activities. From August 1986, he was assigned as the Director for Logistics on the staff of the Commander in Chief, U.S. Atlantic Fleet, and in May 1987 assumed additional duties as Deputy Commander in Chief and Chief of Staff, Atlantic Fleet. From September 1987 to February 1990 he served as Deputy Commander in Chief, Transportation Command, Scott Air Force Base, Il.

In April 1989, Admiral Herberger received the "Old Salt" award trophy from the Surface Navy Association which recognized that he was then the longest-serving Surface Warfare Officer qualified Officer of the Deck on active duty. For his military and civilian service he has received numerous awards including: The Defense Distinguished Service Medal; the Legion of Merit with four gold stars: the Department of Defense Medal for Distinguished Public Service: the 1996 Navy League of the United States Vincent T Hirsh Maritime Award; the 1996 Admiral of the Ocean Seas Award and the National Defense Transportation Association Distinguished Government Service Award. In 1993 he was named Kings Pointer of the Year by USMMA Alumni Association.[1]

Maritime Administration  After retirement Herberger served as Administrator of the Maritime Administration (MARAD) of the Department of Transportation from 1993 until 1997.[2]

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   History of Veterans Day
At the end of World War I, the war to end all wars, on the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month, the world paused to celebrate the dawn of peace.  It was a brief peace, to be sure, but at the time, it seemed full of hope.  The day was "Armistice Day", but later became "Veterans' Day", in recognition of the sacrifices made by the serving members of the Armed Forces.  Congress ultimately dedicated the day in that spirit, in 1938, twenty years after the end of the First War, and under the shadow of the beginning of the Second World War.

Today we celebrate the sacrifices of our service members in many wars, and in keeping the peace in between.  The day has never been more important, more vivid, more necessary than today.  We are engaged now in wars which have lasted longer than any prior war, fought by veterans who have deployed further, and longer than any of their ancestors.  We have failed our veterans returning from previous wars, from Korea, the forgotten war, to Viet Nam, the unpopular war, and we are determined not to repeat that shameful past.  Politics aside, our veterans go where they are ordered, do what they must, and deserve our most heartfelt thanks.  The stress they undergo to leave family, friends, career and country, to fight for us, is beyond civilian capacity to comprehend.  The debt we owe them is beyond reckoning.  Join us in honoring them, for doing what few would do, what must be done, by the best of us. We are forever in their debt, and a day of honor does not even come close to repayment.

About The Merchant Marine Flag   [image: image15.png]



On May 24, 1994, Maritime Administrator Albert J. Herberger unveiled a flag designed to honor America's civilian seafarers who have supported the Nation's armed forces in times of war and carried its commerce in peacetime.  The commemorative flag was first displayed at the annual U.S. Merchant Marine Memorial Service at the Nation's Capitol in Washington, D.C. The event honors the thousands of merchant seafarers killed during wartime. 

Key components of the flag's design are an eagle, perched on a red, white and blue shield, and a fouled anchor. The eagle's wing tips follow the contour of the U. S. Merchant Marine emblem below the words "In Peace and War." The year 1775 is also included in the design in recognition of the early contributions of the U.S. merchant marine to the Nation's history. 

"America's merchant marine and civilian seafarers have put themselves at risk to support our armed forces throughout our history," Herberger said. "It is most appropriate that this symbol of America's appreciation to American merchant mariners be presented today." 

A total of 733 American cargo ships were lost to enemy action during World War II and more than 6,000 civilian American seafarers lost their lives as the result of enemy action.  The American merchant marine also provided strong support to the Nation's armed forces during subsequent conflicts, including those in Korea, Vietnam and the Persian Gulf.  Most recently, the merchant marine and armed forces combined in support of humanitarian efforts to relieve the suffering people of Somalia, and to restore democracy in Haiti. The flag was designed by the U.S. Army's Institute of Heraldry.

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  Veterans Day Dedication “The 142”
During WWII, Mariners, including Cadets enrolled at the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy, were on the front lines of War Zones the moment their ships left U.S. ports, subject to attack by submarines, surface raiders, mines, bombers, kamikaze, and land-based artillery.  Cadets went to sea with their books and were required to write reports Upon return, describing enemy craft seen, damage, lifeboat voyages, acts of heroism, etc..  In 450 reports filed, cadets described attacks on 250 different ships, of which 220 were sunk.  At least 8,651 mariners were killed at sea, and an estimated 11,000 wounded.  Among them were 142 Deck or Engine Cadets of the U.S. Merchant Marine Cadet Corps who were killed in action when their ships were torpedoed, bombed, or from other war-related causes.  In addition, 68 men were killed soon after their speeded-up graduation.
Seven U.S. Merchant Marine Cadets were awarded the Distinguished Service Medal, the Merchant Marine's highest award for "heroism beyond the call of duty."  

The U.S. Merchant Marine Academy, by virtue of its war dead, is the only Federal Academy authorized to carry a Battle Standard.
