This year I have donated two framed prints of my original marine oil paintings to the Chesapeake Chapter of the KP Alumni Association and to the KP Alumni President’s Council. · Prints of my paintings are limited editions.  Once they're sold, no more will be created, and this increases their value over time. 
· High-quality reproductions of my paintings are printed on archival paper and canvas by Lithohaus Printers, an established Tallahassee printer. 
· My prints can be purchased in various sizes, either framed or un-framed.  Framed prints on archival paper are gallery-mounted behind non-glare, UV protective glass by an experienced Tallahassee picture framer.  I can offer you many different types of economical yet stylish custom matting and framing for my small and medium-sized prints on archival paper, as well as a wide variety of inexpensive yet elegant standard-sized frames for my large-sized prints on archival canvas. 
· My prints are personalized.  Each print is signed and numbered, and comes with a certificate of authenticity.  Furthermore, for clients purchasing my large-sized canvas prints, I can offer to stretch each canvas print myself to ensure a quality job that will last for generations.
