1.. Report on the status of the President’s budget request for the Academy’s 2011 Budget 

On May 28th the US House of Representatives passed HR 5136 by a vote of 229 to 186 on the recommendation of the House Armed Forces Committee. The vote authorizes expenditures for this bill which includes the Academy's 2011 budget. The next step is for the House Appropriations Committee to recommend to the House the actual appropriation of the money, which includes in part Sec. 3501 below. Thereafter there will be another vote by the House to appropriate the money. 

 

SEC. 3501. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS FOR NATIONAL SECURITY ASPECTS OF THE MERCHANT MARINE FOR FISCAL YEAR 2011. 
Funds are hereby authorized to be appropriated for fiscal year 2011, to be available without fiscal year limitation if so provided in appropriations Acts, for the use of the Department of Transportation for Maritime Administration programs associated with maintaining national security aspects of the merchant marine, as follows: 

 

(1) For expenses necessary for operations of the United States Merchant Marine Academy, $100,020,000, of which-- 

 

(A) $63,120,000 shall remain available until expended for Academy operations; 

 

(B) $6,000,000 shall remain available until expended for refunds to Academy midshipmen for improperly charged fees; and 

 

(C) $30,900,000 shall remain available until expended for capital improvements at the Academy. 

 

On 23 April 2010 the Senate Commerce, Science and Transportation Committee sent a letter to the Senate Appropriations Committee recommending the Academy’s Budget for 2011 as above in Sec. 3501. We were able in a short period before the letter was sent to have several additional Senators sign as well. After 23 April 2010 we also received the commitment of additional Senators to support the Academy’s budget request. It is now up to the Senate Appropriations Committee to recommend the Academy’s budget for 2011 to the Senate for the Appropriation.

 

The Senators’ letter attached hereto contains the best talking points for your communications with your Congressman and Senators in obtaining their support of the Academy’s budget for 2011.
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The Alumni Foundation Congressional Liaison Committee would appreciate it if you could reach out to your Congressmen and Senators requesting their support in either the House or Senate where you can be most effective to have them obtain support for the Academy Budget in their Appropriations Committees and then when the bills are on the Floor of the House or Senate to vote in favor of the Academy's 2011 Budget in the full amount as above. Personal contact with the Legislator and their staffs are the best approach. Writing to them is best served by fax or email since letters are delayed for safety checks for white powder. If you don't have their email address you can go to Thomas.gov, then click on House of Representatives or Senate  on the left side to locate your Representatives or Senators, Committee members and their personal websites for communications by email, fax or telephone.. Your help in this endeavor in obtaining the full amount of the Academy Budget that has the approval of the President, Secretary of Transportation and the authorizing committees in both House and Senate will make a difference in meeting the needs of the Academy as we go forward.

The Wreaths Across America (http://www.wreathsacrossamerica.org/) story began over 18 years ago when Worcester Wreath Company (a for-profit commercial business from Harrington, Maine) began a tradition of placing wreaths on the headstones of our Nation's fallen heroes at Arlington National Cemetery.  Over that period of time, Worcester Wreath has donated 75,000 wreaths which were placed by volunteers in a wreath-laying ceremony each December.  For the first time in 2007, ceremonial wreaths honoring U.S. Merchant Marine Veterans were also donated.  
A USMMA KP Alumni “TELL AMERICA” Program Event, honoring all Veterans.

The USMMA KP Alumni – CPA voted to donate annually $ 100.00 to Wreaths Across America on behalf of all of our Chapters.  Additionally, a number of Chapters have provided donations in the name of their own Chapters directly to Wreaths Across America.
