Meeting Minutes 
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Introduction 

The first-ever meeting of the USMMA Alumni Foundation - Chapter Presidents Council was convened at Kings Point on September 25, 2008 at 0800 hours.  This organization was “Chartered” by the USMMA Alumni Foundation by a unanimous Resolution of the Board of Directors on May 20, 2008.

The CPC replaces the former de facto “assembly” – from time to time – of USMMAAF Chapter Presidents.

This Council meeting was attended by a historic and unprecedented number of attending Chapter Presidents and Appointed Representative totaling 27 Pre-Registered and up to 30 including late arrivals.  This Council Meeting was also attended by active participants representing Chapters, AF Board, Alumni Foundation Members, Academy Staff and Midshipmen totaling 50+.  All attendees were required to be registered and to be associated with a Chapter regardless of affiliation or title otherwise noted.

All 44 existing Chapters were provided an opportunity to attend this Council Meeting.  All Chapter Presidents were requested to attend.  All Chapters were encouraged, as we have done from our inception, to provide official representation for their Chapter if they could not attend.  No voting was scheduled or conducted at this meeting – as has been our practice.  We have made a diligent effort to solicit participation from all 44 existing Chapters, and have confined voting to an e-mail format for that purpose.  All Chapter Presidents and official Representatives of every Chapter had a voice in these proceedings.  All participants regardless of position were provided a voice and a position of active participation at this meeting.  This Council Meeting was truly a forum welcoming the active participation of 44 existing Chapters and near 17,000 active Alumni!
