A   “The Conference Center at the Maritime Institute (CCMIT) was selected and agreed upon by all parties involved in the planning for several reasons.  The CCMIT is a stand-alone full service industry Conference Center and is not a competitor of GMATS.  The pricing provided by CCMIT is extremely attractive, and much less expensive than even hosting meetings at Kings Point!  The facilities and amenities provided by CCMIT are first-rate.  The Executive Director of CCMIT is one of our own – Glen Paine ’78.  The local Chapter hosting will be provided by KP Chesapeake Chapter, and the Capitol Hill visits in cooperation with the Kings Point Club of Washington, D.C..  There are over 2,500 active Alumni in the greater Chesapeake Region – many of whom will elect to participate in the Spring Meeting events.  CCMIT is located within minutes of the Port of Baltimore and the Downtown Inner Harbor Tourist area.” … Gary G. Hicks ’76

The CPC will supplement the expenses incurred with the sale of advertisements to be placed in the Event Program Brochure (two times per year- Spring Meeting and Annual Meeting), and by providing a raffle or another innovative funding program such as our Art Raffle for the Annual  Meeting ’08 and the Ship Passage Raffle for the Spring Meeting ’09.
