Cooper has two decades of experience in various aspects of the energy industry, having served in both the public and private sectors.  Prior to serving in his full-time capacity as Executive Director for CLNG, Bill was a partner at the law office of Hunton & Williams LLP.  

Prior to joining Hunton & Williams, he served as counsel to the U.S. House Energy and Commerce Committee.  Cooper was a drafter and lead negotiator for the Pipeline Safety Improvement Act of 2002 and was also a lead negotiator for the House on several provisions of the national energy policy bills in the 107th and 108th Congresses. Earlier in his career, he was general counsel for a natural gas utility company. 

In addition, Cooper is a well-known and frequent speaker on energy and natural gas issues.
