DIRECTIONS to Izaak Walton League Chapter House: Located off of Woodsdale Road in Abingdon, MD.

MATCH ORGANIZATION & TIME SCHEDULE:

All tournament participants should be aware that, per LBRA Standard Operating Procedures, LBRA matches at IWLA are conducted according to the following schedule and STRICT SAFETY GUIDELINES.  All match participants must be present for the RANGE OFFICER SAFETY BRIEFING in order to shoot in the match.  Lloyd Parker, NRA CRSO- LBRA/IWLA Match Director & Range Officer and Facility Program Director- IWLA, will coordinate all match activity.  All match activity will be conducted under the authority of the Chief Range Officer- Gene Hicks.

FIREARMS:  Pistol Tournament will be shot using any safe .22LR Rimfire pistol with metallic sights that is suitable for target shooting.  These pistols will be provided by LBRA. 

Registered competitors are welcome to bring their own .22LR Caliber pistol to this tournament.  
IF YOU BRING A FIREARM, PLEASE KEEP IT LOCKED IN THE TRUNK OF YOU CAR UNTIL INSTRUCTED TO DO OTHERWISE.  ALL firearms are subject to safety inspection by the Chief Range Officer.  Range safety rules, safe range practices, proper firearms and ammo handling and storage will be strictly enforced.
AMMUNITION:  The LBRA will provide - at no additional cost - .22LR SV Match Grade ammo.

SHOOTING POSITIONS: The shooting position that will be used during these sessions will be single or two-hand, unsupported, standing- slow fire.

COURSE OF FIRE: (Tournament will be shot on a 50-foot range) 

NRA Bullseye Pistol Match  As detailed in the NRA Marksmanship Qualification Program, Fourth Edition- January 2000, (Pub # EQ 09525 01/02), pages 8 & 9 NRA Bullseye Pistol Qualification.  A total of 60 rounds will be fired, for each shooter, as follows: 10 shots sight-in & 10 shots slow fire (10 min/10 shots) for each of 5 targets.
