Rear Admiral Robert Dunham Reilly Jr., a native of Winnetka, Ill., comes from a family with more than a century of service in the U.S. Armed Forces. Commissioned in 1975 through the Navy's Reserve Officer Training Corps program, Rear Admiral Reilly first served aboard USS Edson (DD946) as Combat Information Center Officer and Damage Control Assistant.

His other shipboard tours include commissioning USS Fletcher (DD 992) as its first Operations Officer; Engineering Officer aboard USS Sterett (CG 31); Executive Officer of USS John Young (DD 973); and as Commanding Officer, USS Halyburton (FFG 40).
