The cruise will board at the North Locust Point Marine Terminal.  There is ample parking at the marine terminal.  Please follow the directions of the crew while parking and exercise caution while driving or walking in the parking lot. 

You may need to show a photo ID at the gate to North Locust Point Marine Terminal.  Your bags are subject to inspection before boarding the ship, per Coast Guard regulations. 

Note regarding attire: 

Please consider the weather.  If it's cool, bring a jacket.  If it's warm, bring sunscreen, sunglasses and a hat.  If rain is forecast, dress accordingly; inclement weather won't stop us from sailing, except in extreme conditions.  Although we do have some chairs available, you may also want to bring your own folding chair.  Don't forget your camera.  Casual, comfortable clothing and flat, closed-toe shoes are a good idea.  Avoid white slacks or pants, as you may encounter grime.  For your safety, heels, clogs, flip-flops and sandals are not permitted.

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Where does the ship sail from? 

The cruise will board at the North Locust Point Marine Terminal.  The North Locust Point Marine Terminal is located just off 1-95, very close to Fort McHenry. (* Note: The JOHN W. BROWN signs do not go up until the evening before the cruise.) 

How do I get to the pier at North Locust Point? 

· From the NORTH - I-95 South, Exit 55 (Key Highway) 

Get into the right-hand lane before entering the Fort McHenry Tunnel; exit 55 is the first exit immediately after the tunnel. 

At the first light, make a left turn. The street curves around to the left onto McComas Street; get into the right lane (note: the left-hand lane leads onto I-95 North). 

Follow the JOHN W. BROWN signs to the pier.*

· From the SOUTH - I-95 North, Exit 55 (Key Highway) 

At the bottom of the ramp proceed straight, staying in the right lane. 

Follow the JOHN W. BROWN signs to the pier.* 

· From BALTIMORE - Take Key Highway toward I-95 North. 

Follow the JOHN W. BROWN signs to the pier.*

7. Continue on FRANKFURST AVE - go 2.2 mi 

8. Arrive at 2100 FRANKFURST AVE, BALTIMORE, on the Left

DIRECTIONS TO THE VANE BROTHERS COMPANIES:
FROM POINTS SOUTH OF BALTIMORE:
1. Take Interstate 95 North toward Baltimore. 
2. Exit on HARBOR TUNNEL THRUWAY/I-895 ($2.00 toll) (Note: you will exit the toll road BEFORE going through the tunnel.) 
3. As you approach the toll plaza, move to the far right lane. 
4. Take 1st exit after toll plaza, EXIT 9/CHILDS ST. 
5. Turn RIGHT onto CHILDS STREET. 
6. Drive 75 feet, then make a SHARP LEFT onto FRANKFURST AVE. (Note: there is no street sign at this intersection.) 
7. Follow FRANKFURST Ave. until it ends at VANE BROTHERS. 

FROM POINTS NORTH OF BALTIMORE: 
1. Take Interstate 95 South toward Baltimore. 
2. LEFT MERGE onto HARBOR TUNNEL THRUWAY/I-895 Exit 62 ($2.00 toll).
3. Move to the right when exiting the tunnel. 
4. After toll plaza, take 2nd exit, Exit 8-A - SHELL ROAD/CURTIS BAY. 
5. Follow the signs: "Port of Baltimore/To Fairfield Terminals." 
6. As you exit the ramp, merge onto FRANKFURST AVE. 
7. Turn SLIGHT LEFT to stay on FRANKFURST AVE. 
8. Follow FRANKFURST AVE. until it ends at VANE BROTHERS. 

FROM DOWNTOWN BALTIMORE/INNER HARBOR: 
1. Drive South on LIGHT STREET from the Inner Harbor area. 
2. Turn RIGHT on E. FORT AVE. 
3. Turn LEFT on Route 2, South HANOVER ST. 
4. Follow over (2) bridges, past Harbor Hospital. 
5. As you pass Harbor Hospital on the left, BEAR LEFT at the traffic lights onto FRANKFURST AVE. Follow the signs: "Port of Baltimore/To Fairfield Terminals." 
6. Follow FRANKFURST AVE., about 2.5 miles until it ends at VANE BROTHERS.
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
