CHAPTER HANDBOOK, By-Laws Sections 
OFFICERS
ARTICLE VI. ‑ OFFICERS

6.1  The officers of the chapter shall be a President, one or more Vice Presidents, a Secretary, a

Treasurer and such other officer or officers as the Board of Directors may from time to time deter‑mine.
